Eagles Seen Carrying Sticks to Their Nest in Early November 

Newsletter of the Friends of Heinz Refuge at Tinicum 

By the time you read this newslet-

ter, the Refuge's resident pair of Bald 

Eagles should be following their age

-old instinct to reproduce by inspect-

ing their nest site and engaging in 

courtship rituals. By January, they 

should be augmenting their giant 

nest with new sticks. By late Febru-

ary, there may be eggs in the nest, 

which the adults will take turns incu-

bating. Of course there are no guar-

antees with wildlife, but if all goes 

well, another pair of Bald Eagle 

chicks will hatch in spring 2012! 

 As most of you know, Friends of 

Heinz Refuge and Refuge staff have 

been working together to launch 

Philadelphia's first Bald Eagle web-

cam as a key component of our 

Growing Up Wild: FOHR Eagle 

Cam Education campaign. We 

planned to have the cam go live this 

January, but were met with unantici-

pated technical and environmental 

constraints which we were unable to 

resolve in time for this yearôs eagle 

nesting activities.   

The Bald Eagle webcam is a 

complex system that involves 

much more than birds and a cam-

era. Due to the remote location of 

the eaglesô nest, the webcam requires 

both a solar power source and a reli-

able wireless Internet connection.   

Thanks to Autumnôs record break-

ing rainfall and resulting flooding 

conditions on the refuge, the Eagle 

Cam team discovered that a higher-

than-planned platform on which to 

install solar panels would need to be 

constructed.   Since the nest is lo-

cated high in an 80-foot tall tree, we 

face an additional challenge regard-

ing the length of the cable connect-

ing the camera and the solar panels.   

Addressing these challenges meant 

additional project costs.  These facts 

when coupled with the very short 

window of time in which to resolve 

them, resulted in a joint FWS/FOHR 

decision to postpone the camera in-

stallation till next  year. Installation 

activities can only take place be-

tween the months of September, 

when the eagles leave their nest, and 

November when they return. 

Friends of Heinz Refuge and Ref-

uge Staff remain fully committed 

to Growing Up Wild: FOHR Eagle 

Cam Education. We will use  the 

additional time to develop related 

project components, such as produc-

ing high-quality educational materi-

als and developing related program-

ming.  Heinz Refuge Manager Gary 

Stolz says, ñWhile we all wish that 

the web cam would be live and op-

erational in time for the 2012 nest-

ing season, these unexpected, sig-

nificant issues must be resolved be-

fore we can proceed with the on-site 

installation. We applaud everyoneôs 

efforts to identify potential problems 

and spend the required time to 

launch a top-quality system. Thanks 

to our Friends organization for 

spearheading this project, and see-

ing it to the finish line!ò 

We are extremely grateful to every-

one who has supported our fundrais-

ing efforts. We appreciate your con-

tinued support and membership con-

tributions as we work to raise the 

balance needed to fund this extraor-

dinary project.  We remain excited 

and eager to share our Bald Eagles 

with the Philadelphia area and the 

greater world. We are enthusiastic 

for the upcoming Bald Eagle breed-

ing season, when Refuge visitors can 

once again experience this natural 

spectacle. Please visit the refuge this 

winter to see the Bald Eagles soaring 

over the impoundment as they hunt 

for fish and carry sticks to their nest.

Says Refuge Manager, Gary Stolz  

When the financial climate is 

dreary, who can be counted upon to 

take up the slack??  Friends!  When 

there is work to be done, and not 

enough staff to do it, who pitches 

in??  Friends! 

According to refuge manager, Gary 

Stolz, the Heinz refuge is blest with 

many Friends.  Some belong to the 

Friends Group, and others are just 

plain friendly volunteers without any 

formal group affiliation.  However, 

together these Friends and friendly 

volunteers contributed over 6,242 

hours of their time at the refuge last 

year.  The dollar value of that time 

comes to a whopping $133,340.00. 

This figure proba-

bly represents only 

a fraction of the 

hours actually spent 

by volunteers per-

forming various 

tasks for the refuge.  

Although there is a 

log book at the re-

ception desk in 

which volunteers 

can log their time, 

not everyone does 

this.  I know that sometimes I donôt 

do this myself.   

What do volunteers do at the ref-

uge?  They lead weekend walksð52 

weeks a year.  They work on Darby 

Creek Cleanup Day, maintain refuge 

trails, help out on Free Family Fish-

ing Days, staff and provide funding 

for refuge events such as Interna-

tional Migratory Bird Day, our an-

nual Cradle of Birding Festival,   

Summer kids camps, and support for 

the new refuge Weed Warrior pro-

gram.    

Friends plan and execute their own 

refuge events and programs (with 

management approval of course).  

Friends projects and programs, all 

geared to ñConnecting People With 

Natureò, include planning and exe-

cuting our annual Groundhog Day 

Family Festival, Winter Bird Count 

for Kids, and the Big Sit during Na-

tional Wildlife Refuge Week, main-

taining our refuge nature store, de-

veloping the ñGrowing Up Wildò 

eagle cam project, and executing 

educational projects such as the Kin-

dergarten Polli-

nator Garden.   

Friends provide 

busing funds 

for student field 

trips to the ref-

uge, and men-

tors for scout-

ing and school  

groups. The  

photo group 

provides digital 

documentation 

of refuge events and sponsors an an-

nual photo contest. 

Although friends and friendly vol-

unteers already share lots of quality 

time with the refuge, there is always 

a need for MORE!  We urge you to 

come on outðshare your time and 

expertise with usðall the while 

connecting with old friends, making 

new ones, and just plain having 

FUN.

FOHR BOARD MEETINGS :  The public is  always welcome to attend 

Board Meetings, which are at 6:30 pm in the small building on the opposite 

side of the parking lot from the Cusano Center ~ 4th Tuesday of the Month. 

The new Kindergarten Interpre-

tive Pollinator Garden at the ref-

uge is growing into quite a won-

derful place to visit. Visitors to the 

refuge are drawn into the garden by 

its abundance of beautiful blooms 

and the pollinators they attract as 

well as by the pond which teems 

with frogs and other aquatic wildlife. 

The addition of a green roof to the 

Visitor Contact Station, which ad-

joins the garden, is the crowning ele-

ment of the partnership between 

Longstreth Elementary, the Friends 

of Heinz Refuge and the U.S. Fish 

and Wildlife Service working to-

gether to make this dream a reality.  

Our pollinator garden is attracting 

attention on the local level as well. 

The Refuge has received the prestig-

ious ñCommunity Greening Awardò 

from the Pennsylvania Horticultural 

Society.  

On a national scale, the U.S. Fish 

and Wildlife Service, in order to help 

other refuges duplicate the success of 

our ñNative Species Pollinator Gar-

denò program, are chronicling the 

efforts of all involved in the Pollina-

tor Garden in a soon to be featured 

article. Our Pollinator Garden project 

has also been featured in the FWS 

northeast region home page. 

At Longstreth Elementary the ma-

jority of the raised beds have been 

constructed that will serve as the 

schoolsô native plants nursery. The 

purpose of the nursery is twofold.  It 

will not only attract pollinators to the 

Longstreth school yard but will also 

serve as a plant source for other 

schools planning to start their own 

pollinator gardens. Imagine the 

green corridor that could be created 

for migratory wildlife if there were 

gardens in all the schoolyards in the 

School District of Philadelphia as 

well as in those in neighboring 

Delaware County.  

Chuck Lafferty, who coordinates 

the Kindergarten Interpretive Polli-

nator Garden Project has been sched-

uled to be interviewed on November 

29th by WPEB radio to discuss the 

pollinator garden and the importance 

and necessity of our children to be in 

touch with the natural world to help 

them develop into future stewards of 

their environment.  

The Longstreth students will be 

returning to the Pollinator Garden 

and the Refuge to harvest seeds from 

the native plants as part of the Kin-

dergarten Seed Company activities. 

Chuckôs students will package the 

seeds in individually designed seed 

packages to be sold in ñTinicum 

Treasures Book Shopò. Proceeds 

will go to benefit the Friends of 

Heinz Refuge and support the Polli-

nator Garden. Thanks to the support 

of the Friends of Heinz Refuge they 

will also continue to care for the pol-

linator garden with five additional 

trips to the refuge throughout the 

academic year. 

As a  component of our National 

Fish and Wildlife Foundation Grant, 

the Pollinator Garden is being used 

for teacher environmental education 

training for Project Learning Tree 

and will be used by the Pennsylvania 

Horticultural Society as part of their 

ñGreen City Teachersò pollinator 

and habitat garden training.

The refuge DRAFT Comprehen-

sive Conservation Plan (CCP) has 

been completed and is now being 

reviewed by our supervisors and so-

licitors prior to public review period 

planned for later this winter. Thanks 

to all who participated in this impor-

tant process to create our 15 year 

long range management plan.

Construction & Reconstruction 

After Hurricane Irene and Tropical 

Storm Lee, we have once again re-

built major sections of the dike road 

trail and plan to rebuild the little 

boardwalk as soon as staff time and 

budget permit. Work has now begun 

to add major new solar power addi-

tions to the visitor center that will 

greatly increase capacity as one of 

our nationôs leading ñgreen build-

ings.ò   

The new refuge outdoor classroom 

pavilion has been completed and was 

first used at this yearôs Cradle of 

Birding & Wildlife Festival, where 

an estimated 1,000+ visitors enjoyed 

a day of exciting conservation pro-

grams (once again, special thanks to 

our friends, volunteers, exhibitors 

and staff for everyoneôs extra efforts 

with the festival).  

Recognizing FOHR Support 

 Special thanks also to FOHR for 

all their support in developing an 

Eagle camera and as we continue 

technical work on broadcasting with 

solar power from 80 feet up in a tree, 

we hope to make it a reality prior to 

next nesting season.

FOHR Photo Group Update  

Refuge Weed Warriors Program                            

Celebrates Huge Success After Only 6 Months  

Refuge biologist, Lori Weingart-

ner, launched the WEED WAR-

RIOR program just six months ago, 

hoping to mobilize volunteers to as-

sist with wildlife habitat restoration 

on the refuge. 

In fact, she has achieved much 

more than that.  The WEED WAR-

RIOR program has engaged indi-

viduals and organizations from all 

over the Philadelphia community, 

training over 70 volunteers, who 

adopted 19 plots.   

As of September, they have re-

moved over 9,100 individual plants 

from 9 different invasive species, 

including Phragmites, Japanese stilt-

grass, Oriental bittersweet, multi-

flora rose, mile-a-minute and Japa-

nese knotweed.   

WEED WARRIORS celebrated 

their hard won victories with a vol-

unteer party on November 5th, dur-

ing which Jeff Cooney and Rob Kerr 

presented an interesting program: 

ñWinter Vine Workshopò.    

WEED WARRIORS are looking 

for new volunteers to get involved in 

early spring, when invasive plants 

rear up after the cold winter, and 

threaten to overrun the native plants 

upon which wildlife depend.

Many small shorebirds can be seen 

each summer along the mud flats scat-

tered throughout the refuge, including 

this Least Sandpiper.
